· The shortfalls by our cash strapped District or County Councils are being addressed by the formation of a Maintenance Working Group- we will strim hedges, cut verges, litter pick, carry out minor repairs, etc… please contact Cllr J Feeney-Howells for details on how to join/help

· We are working with the DPCC in order to facilitate and fund Wi-Fi connectivity at Dove Cottage

· We have funded a notice board for the Primary School

· We would like to adopt the village phone box and would love to hear from you with your exciting ideas to make into an asset for the community!
