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Planning: DC/21/01134 - Hogs Kiss, Priory Lane: Severance of garden and erection of 1 detached dwelling: Following due consideration, members recommended the refusal of this planning application; Application DC/21/01029 - 6 Moores Close, for the erection of two-storey and single-storey rear extensions was recommended for approval, as was DC/21/00901 - Cheese Hill House, 27 High Street, for works to trees in a Conservation Area. DC/20/05605 76 High Street, application for Change of Use of dentist surgery to 2 x one-bed residential flats has been withdrawn by the applicant.
MSDC and the Parish Council have been approached by the landowner and developer of the site adjacent to the Recreation Ground (at the end of the village opposite the Primary School) and identified within the Neighbourhood Plan as DEB 5 ) with some initial development proposals. Members have referred the developers to the Neighbourhood Plan and recommended that contact was made with the Education Authority. Details of final proposals will be shared with the parish through the planning consultation process in due course.

Council's finances: The Parish Council was delighted to support the Debenham Festival to the tune of £2,000, and to fund an exciting new litter project organised by Joy Walton by £200 (towards the costs of children high viz vests). 

Members had also agreed to fully support the design costs of two new Suffolk and Debenham flags by a local artist, but these have since been sponsored by our District Councillor, Kathie Guthrie. 
Play Strategy: The Play Strategy document and survey had been published, and the first meeting of the Working Group was due to be held on March 22nd. Both local schools had kindly agreed to participate in the the process, which will hopefully lead to better, more inclusive, and varied play/activity equipment, including facilities for children with disabilities and outdoor gym for all ages.
