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Planning: Permission was granted by Mid Suffolk District Council to a number of applications, including DC/21/02982 Land East Of, Aspall Road for 54 dwellings (including 19 affordable), creation of vehicular and pedestrian access, public open space, infrastructure and landscaping; DC/21/03315 Land Between The Butts And, Little London Hill for outline permission for 4 single storey dwellings and garages; And DC/22/04810 58 Low Road for the erection of two-storey front and side extensions (following demolition of existing garage).
The Parish Council has now registered a formal Expression of Interest under the Community Right to Bid for the Angel Inn, which has triggered a moratorium period until April 4th 2023, (the time during which it cannot be sold). This allows a local Community Group time to look at its available options, and consider future actions.

Debenham Hub: November saw the launch of our Community Hub at Dove Cottage. This scheme will run every Monday between 10 am and 2 pm, volunteer numbers permitting. Please come and join us for a cup of tea and a biscuit, play a board game, read a book, surf the internet in peace, or simply make new friends. We are a friendly, welcoming bunch, and everything is free. 
Remembrance: We would like to take this opportunity to thank all those who contributed towards the various aspects of this most important date. From the poppies decorating our streets, the War Memorial clean-up, the St Mary's Church service and the Poppy Appeal collection to the laying of symbolic wreaths.
